With the EU’s and German support, a groundbreaking event took place in Ochkhamuri, Kobuleti, to mark the beginning of the Ajara Rural
Water and Wastewater Treatment Programme. The event signified the commencement of construction works for the Programme in Kob-
uleti. The programme aims to create modern water supply and wastewater systems in 39 Ajara villages and semi-urban areas.

Within the framework of the project, about 6000 families living in
Ajara will benefit from the water and wastewater system of new
modern standards. Construction works will start simultaneously
In all municipalities of Ajara. After the completion of the works, the
oopulation will benefit from 24-hour uninterrupted water supply
and well-maintained wastewater infrastructure.
