CONSTRUCTION WORK WITHIN THE AJARA RURAL WATER AND WASTEWATER
TREATMENT PROGRAMME HAS STARTED

A historic programme to create modern communal infrastructure in Ajara has begun. Construction work is underway in the villages of
Tkhiladziri, Duadzeebi, Okruashvilebi, Kveda Kvirike, Kirnati, Kobaleti, Brili and Gomarduli. Physical work will start in other programme
villages soon.

In parallel to physical works, active social meetings are lbeing
held withing the villages. People are introduced to representa-
tives of construction company. Moreover, villagers are notified
about the ways how to communicate shortly and effectively to
Ajara Water Alliance.

The measures implemented will improve the level of hygiene
and everyday life quality in the villages as well as stimulate the
development of tourism.
