BOOST TO APPLIED TECHNOLOGIES FOR RURAL AJARA

Within the Ajara Rural Water and Wastewater Treatment Programme, a modern communal water supply and wastewater service is
being developed for the highlands of Ajara. Historically simple sanitation solutions were constructed individually, manually and in a
rather iImprovisatory manner.

The Programme introduces decentralized wastewater systems,
enabling households to have onsite wastewater treatment units
that collect, treat, and safely dispose of domestic wastewater.
This approach not only prevents environmental damage but
also significantly improves sanitary and hygienic conditions.
Septic tank systems are suitable for neighbbornoods and rural
areas with large distances between houses, steep terrain, or lo-
cations that are otherwise difficult to access.

Furthermore, the success of septic tanks in 39 villages of Ajara
will Inspire other communities to adopt similar systems.

Local manufacturing also eliminates delays and challenges as-
soclated with importing septic tanks and ensures compliance
with necessary national and international standards. It fosters
and strengthens technological expertise within the country,
contributing to the development of high-quality septic tank pro-
duction in Georgia.

The contractor in the framework of the programme, has estab-
lished his own factory for manufacturing individual plastic septic
