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AJARA RURAL WATER AND WASTEWATER PROGRAMME

MODERNIZING WATER AND WASTEWATER SERVICES IN KEDA, SHUAKHEVI AND ERGE-JOCHO

Within the Ajara Rural Water Supply and Wastewater Treatment Programme, the international tender for construction works for the
implementation of modern communal infrastructure for Semi-urban areas of Shuakhevi, Keda and Erge-Jdocho is finalized.

Through construction works within the programme, approxi-
mately 10000 beneficiaries (2,000 households) will benefit from
uninterrupted water supply and sustainably managed wastewa-
ter systems. The scope of the project includes the construction
of:

e \Vater reservolrs;

e \Vater intakes;

¢ \Vastewater treatment plants;

e \/Vater transmission pipelines;

¢ \/Vastewater septic tanks;

e Administration, operation, and maintenance buildings;

Currently, active construction works are underway in the munic-
palities of Kobuleti, Khelvachauri, and Keda. For other desig-
nated territories, work will commence following the winter
season.

The budget for this tender is approximately EUR 32 million, and
the process adhered to the principles and guidelines of the KIW
Development Bank.

The Ajara Rural Water Supply and Wastewater Treatment Pro-
gramme Iis a landmark initiative, providing communal infrastruc-
ture to 39 villages and 5 semi-urlbban areas across Ajara. It Is im-
plemented Iin the framework of the German-Georgian financial
cooperation and the European Union with co-financing by KW
Development Bank and the European Union and a local contri-
bution of the government of the Autonomous Republic of Ajara.

GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE PROGRAMME

In the frame of the German-Georgian Financial Cooperation and EU support to Georgia, the municipalities of Ajara (Keda, Shuakhevi, Khulo,
Khelvachauri, Kobuleti) will benefit from the modern standard water supply and waste water infrastructure.

Upon completion of the project, people in the municipalities will have 24 hour uninterrupted water supply and properly managed waste water
system services.

The mentioned Programme will have an essential contribution to the improvement of the level of lite, health and the hygiene in general for the
citizens of the villages in Ajara as the Programme will keep the environment safe through avoiding contamination and pollution of the environ-
ment and water bodies by directly discharged effluent.

The content of the Programme “Rural Water Supply and Wastewater Programme-Ajara” is unique in Georgia with its potential to influence the
water supply and wastewater infrastructure development in the villages of the region.
