ECO CLUB WORKSHOPS ABOUT SEPTIC TANKS

As part of the Ajara Rural Water and Wastewater Treatment Program, the Ajara Water Alliance conducts non-formal education activi-
ties In 23 eco-clubs in the entire Program region, covering most of the Program villages.

A recent workshop focused specifically on septic tanks, a key
component of wastewater infrastructure in the rural areas. Stu-
== dents gained practical knowledge about how septic tanks oper-

il ate, how they should be used by households, and the simple but
essential rules to follow for long-term, safe use.

These eco-clubs provide a platform for young people to ex-
plore environmental topics and better understand their local
water and sanitation systems. During regular meetings, stu-
dents learn how village water resources and particularly the
water supply and sewage systems work, why proper waste-
water infrastructure is important, and what makes a water
system modern and sustainable.

One of the program’s main goals is to educate young people ir
Ajara about environmental issues and promote the principles of
sustainable development. This kind of hands-on learning anc
workshops are vital in building environmental awareness and en-
couraging responsible behavior.
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GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE PROGRAMME

In the frame of the German-Georgian Financial Cooperation and EU support to Georgia, the municipalities of Ajara (Keda, Shuakhevi, Khulo,
Khelvachauri, Kobuleti) will benefit from the modern standard water supply and waste water infrastructure.

Upon completion of the project, people in the municipalities will have 24 hour uninterrupted water supply and properly managed waste water
system services.

The mentioned Programme will have an essential contribution to the improvement of the level of lite, health and the hygiene in general for the
citizens of the villages in Ajara as the Programme will keep the environment safe through avoiding contamination and pollution of the environ-
ment and water bodies by directly discharged effluent.
